THE LANGUAGE OF MATERIALS AND FORM

The Laboratory of Art History and the Studio of Painting of the Department of Fine Arts
and Art Sciences, University of loannina, are organizing a special workshop with the
American artist Darryl Keith Babatunde Smith. The workshop will take place on
Wednesday, October 1, 2025, from 12:00 to 15:00, at the Studio of Painting (Ground
floor, Faculty of Philosophy Building).

Participation in the workshop is open to all students of the Department of Fine Arts

and Art Sciences as well as Erasmus students.

About the Workshop

The workshop aims to explore the relationship between different drawing materials
and the representation of the human body, while introducing new ways to incorporate
literary and anatomical research into an artistic practice. Through research-based
discussions about literary and visual representations of the human body, as well as
through explorations of different drawing materials, we will try to answer the following
question: In the context of figurative art, how do the choice of medium and the

specificity of a pose affect the understanding behind a work of art?

What will students learn?

) Materials Exploration: Students will learn to use various drawing materials, such

as pencil, red chalk and metalpoint, and how a particular material can be used to
extract the most information from an artistic subject. By viewing works from the Italian
and Northern Renaissance, students will understand how each medium offers different
conceptual possibilities to their art.

) Anatomy and Literature: The workshop will include a historical review of the

depiction of the human body. Through anatomical analyses of sculptures and paintings
from Greek antiquity, and by reading passages from ancient Greek as well as non-
Western literature, we will talk about how the human body can play the role of a visual
language.

° Practical Application: Through practical exercises, students will have the

opportunity to apply their new techniques and knowledge from the results of literary
and anatomical research, creating artworks or sketches which combine materials and

anatomy in a unique and personal way.



Darryl Keith Babatunde Smith (Washington, 1992) is a visual artist and researcher.
He studied painting and sculpture (BFA) at the Pennsylvania Academy of Fine Arts
and completed his MFA at the New York Academy of Art. In addition, he has studied
French, German, Latin, as well as Ancient and Modern Greek. Using silverpoint,
gilding, and egg tempera, Smith explores themes such as ancient Greek philosophy,
art, culture, and literature, and their relation to the human body. Since 2022, he has
been living in Frankfurt, where he serves as Head of the Drawing Department at the
Academy of Fine Art Germany. He has presented solo exhibitions in New York,
Athens, Thessaloniki, and Maryland, and has participated in international group
exhibitions in the United States and Europe (New York, Boston, Philadelphia, Athens,
Assisi, Reykjavik, among others).
